Afternoon tea

Anything goes — from designing
your own cover for a favourite book to
recreating a scene from a well-known story
or painting. Alternatively, you could knit or
crochet a favourite character. And don’t

and donate.

Following the format of the
popular TV programme,
why not host a baking
competition? You could
charge a fee to enter or
invite people to donate
and vote for their favourite treat. Or get your
wooden spoons
and oven mitts
at the ready and
throw a Bake sale
and get everyone
involved for this
classic fundraiser.
